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Write in phrases or sentences not single words. Write legibly.

In sharing what you’ve written you and the person you are sharing with will hear bits that could turn into songs. Boo Hewerdine and I call this your “songwriting antenna”. Listen for titles, opening lines, rhymes, an idea or phrase that can be developed into a song, a phrase that could kickstart a character, alliteration (repetition of a consonant sound), assonance (repetition of a vowel sound). In the end your song might not be about the object at all.

This exercise (or a version of it) is in Pat Pattsion’s book How to Write Better Lyrics.

This exercise is good with a group. If someone writes something the same as you, or what they write resonates with you, they will most likely be a good writing partner. As a workshop leader you can put similar people together for co-writing sessions. 



What is the song about? in one or two sentences 
Who is singing the song?
Who are they singing to?
